Hi Ron. Here is another aviation related article that might be of interest: 

 
Aviation history goes back over one hundred years; and this history 
is full of really interesting information. You might think that we 
all see information in the same way, think again.  

 
Here is how our children see things… Our young flying enthusiasts offered the 
following ‘facts’: 
 

¾ “Did you know that the first female aviator was Kitty Hawk?” 
¾ “Roger Wilco was the man who invented the aviation language that is used 

to communicate in the aviation world.” 
¾ “Charles Linbergh <sp> was also popular with Kids, as he was the first 

to fly across the Atlantic Ocean to Paris by the airplane method.” 
¾ “Did you know that lift in an airplane is the same as thrust, only just 

the opposite?” 
¾ “The three main crewmen on an airplane are the Pilot, the Navigator and 

the Perculator.” 
¾ “The navigator figures out the latitude and the longitude. Latitude tells 

the pilot where he is and longitude tells him how long he can stay there.”  
¾ Asked what a sextant was, one young student replied…”Sure I know what it 

is, but I would rather not say.”  
¾ One youngster tackled the traffic controller subject. He said, “there is 

a group of people called the CAA who make the rules about airplanes. 
“Some of these rules have advanced to the point that they are no longer 
understandable.”

¾ “A rocket has no moving parts except itself ----straight up.”

degrees. This could be the next big breakthrough in air travel. (That 
may be some thing Charles Linbergh pioneered on his way to Paris.)” 

¾ Concerning the future of aviation…”better airplanes are to be found, 
where they are found is in the future tense.”
